Community Work Adjustment Training (CWAT)

Program Goal

This service provides individuals with disabilities an opportunity to develop acceptable work habits in a community environment. Work Adjustment Training can be provided directly to the person seeking employment or indirectly through corporate employer/employee support programs.

Our goal is to identify clients that are ultimately prepared to enter the workforce, and with the support of SGH, be placed with an employer that will agree to hire client after a max of 60 days.

During the first 60 days, the client will have to be placed on the payroll of SGH. He/she will be paid at a rate of $7.25/hr. We must follow the work guidelines of GA Department of Labor as it pertains to any clients that are students (ie work hours, number of hours, etc). Clients and contractor will need to complete the following forms:

· W-9

· Provide a copy of picture ID and social security card (E-Verify and I-9)

· Employment Notification Form (SGH Team Member)
